LINES OF FUEL-DISPENSING FILTERS

Whereas all previous lines of PetroClear filters were uniformly white, the new lines will now be coordinated by one of four colors, according to application. The new color-coding system is as follows:

· Red—for particulate removal only in straight gasoline, diesel, biodiesel and ultra-low-sulfur diesel

· Blue—for phase-separation detection (Alert) and particulate removal in ethanol-blended fuels

· Brown—for water-sensing and particulate removal in straight gasoline, diesel, biodiesel and ultra-low-sulfur diesel

· Green—a patented dual filter for phase-separation detection, water-sensing and particulate removal in ethanol blends and straight gasoline.

In addition to the new enhanced use of color, the size of the filter label has been increased by 40 percent to better accommodate larger, bolder typefaces, allowing for specific part numbers and basic filter applications to be easier read and understood.

The color finish on the filters is applied through a powder-coating process that will not only guarantee a bright, durable finish, but also supply several “green” benefits. Powder-coating means that there will be no over-spray when the filters are painted and no solvent-based volatile organic compounds will be released into the atmosphere during the coating process. In addition, filter labels are utilized to further reduce the use of volatile compounds.
